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Abstract

The art of illuminating in historical periods and Islamic lands exhibits different visual characteristics that can
be studied. The characteristics that are common in some cases due to relationships and influences, and in
some cases due to localization, have adopted the special characteristics of that region. The illumination of
the Safavid period has its characteristics despite the continuity of the traditions. Following the decline of
court patronage, also due to the wars and conflicts between the Safavid and Ottoman governments, several
artists were transferred to the Ottoman court, and the characteristics of various arts, including illumination
by Iranian artists, entered Ottoman illumination. Given that no research has yet been conducted on the
characteristics of Safavid and Ottoman period illumination and their mutual relations and there exists a
significant gap in knowledge in this field, research on this matter seems necessary. The purpose of this
research is to investigate the differences and similarities between Safavid and Ottoman period illumination
art and also to clucidate the reasons for the differences and similarities between these two periods. The
research questions include: 1- What are the similarities and differences between Ottoman illumination and
Safavid illumination? 2- What are the reasons for similarities and differences in Ottoman and Safavid
illumination? The comparative research method employed is a set of qualitative methods. The method of
gathering information is library and image reading. The findings of the research indicate that as long as Iranian
artists were active in the Ottoman court, many features of Safavid and Timurid illumination were introduced
to Ottoman illumination and were replicated faithfully. However, after the popularization of nationalism in
the Ottoman government, the presence of Iranian artists in the workshops diminished and the influence of
Safavid illumination was weak. Abstracts and structures become simple, quiet, and with minimal details.

Introduction

The Safavid period, especially the Tabriz school, represents one of the peak periods of the art of illumination
in Iran. During this time, thanks to the support of the Shah and the court, artists produced exquisite
manuscripts in royal workshops under the patronage of the Shah. Concurrently with the Ottoman period,
many arts in Turkey were influenced by Iranian art, especially Safavid art, due to trade, political relations,
wars and conflicts, as well as the transfer of works of art and artists to the Ottoman court. Given the lack of
information about the influence of Ottoman illumination art on Safavid art, there is a pressing need to
conduct a comprehensive study on this issue is felt. Therefore, the present study was conducted with the aim
of identifying the differences, similarities and effects of Safavid illumination art on Ottoman illumination. To
date, no article has addressed Safavid and Ottoman illumination art.

Materials and Methods

This research is a comparative study utilizing a set of qualitative methods. The data collection method
includes library and image reading. The research population consists of high-quality images of religious works
available during the Safavid and Ottoman periods in the period (910 to 1150 AH). After reviewing the
sources, thirty Ottoman religious works and twenty Safavid religious manuscripts were selected as samples.
The sampling method employed is purposive. In this study, samples selected illustrate the relationship
between Safavid and Ottoman illumination art during the period under investigation. The data analysis
method is qualitative.

Results

The Safavid kings supported the art of book decoration by establishing the royal library and gathering artists
in Tabriz. The finest artists in the royal library, under the spiritual and financial support of the king, created
the most exquisite manuscripts, particularly literary and lyrical manuscripts. From the middle of the Safavid
period onwards, the number of religious books decreased compared to the past, and the illumination of
calligraphic pieces and lacquer works became popular.

The art of illumination during the Ottoman period until the middle of the 10th century AH was influenced
by the art of illumination of Iran. Due to wars, unrest, and religious issues, artists migrated from Iran to the
Ottoman court over the years. Additionally, the cessation of Shah Tahmasp's support for the arts caused a
number of artists to migrate to the Ottoman court. Conversely, a significant number of exquisite works and
manuscripts entered the Ottoman court through donations and offerings from the kings, leading to an
increased influence of Iranian arts. From the middle of the 10th century AH onwards, the characteristics of
Iranian illumination in Ottoman illumination began to fade. This decline occurred because Rustam Pasha,
the second powerful Grand Vizier of Sultan Suleiman, fostered the formation and spread of the nationalist
movement, and by replacing native artists with Iranian artists, native and European artistic characteristics
replaced Timurid and Safavid characteristics (Dinparast, 2011).

The main application of the art of illumination in the Safavid period was book decoration, and gradually the
illumination of lacquer pieces and works was also incorporated. However, in the Ottoman period, the use of
illumination became very diverse with artists employing various medium for decoration and artistic display.
Especially everything that was used by the king and the court for political purposes; such as books about
Ottoman kings, signatures, decrees and amulets, and more.

Test. Based on the findings in response to the first question, it can be stated: Due to the Ottomans' interest
in natural and floral motifs, the use of natural and realistic flowers, especially carnations and tulips, gradually
entered the art of illumination, and the use of abstract motifs, which are the main features of Iranian
illumination, became less and less common in Ottoman illumination. Due to the naturalism in Ottoman
illumination, liberation and freedom in the motifs became more prominent. Spiral arches are less visible and
it is as if the flowers are free and liberated in the space between the Islamic elements. In response to the
second question, it can be said: The Ottoman period, due to its relationship with Iran, has been influenced
by Iranian art for many years, especially in the field of book decoration and illumination. Due to wars,
religious views, gifts and offerings, and the reception and support of Iranian artists, Iranian artists and works
migrated to the Ottoman court in several stages during the Timurid and Safavid periods, and by the mid-
10th century, many features of Ottoman illumination were influenced by Iranian illumination. Over time, due
to the prevalence of nationalism in the Ottoman state, the influence of Iranian art faded, leading to the
prevalence of natural and realistic motifs in Ottoman illumination art.
